Coalition Promotes a Sustainable Economy and Ecology for Southern Nevada 

Conservation and social-justice groups on Monday will introduce a major new report on growth and sustainability in the Las Vegas Valley, with conclusions and recommendations that need to be taken seriously if the region is to avoid a repeat of the catastrophic and ongoing economic collapse that began in 2007.
